Born in Oxfordshire England, John Smith turned 

down offers to play professional soccer in Eng-

land to pursue his educational goals. In 1970 he 

came to the United States as a soccer coach at a 

camp in Western Massachusetts. His shooting 

power caught the attention of the New England 

Patriots who invited John to try out as a field 

goal kicker in 1973. 

 

John Smith is well-known as one of the premier 

place kickers in the National Football League. 

Smith was with the New England Patriots from 

1973-1983. He is known for leading the AFC in 

field goal percentage inside 40 yards with an 

81% completion rate.
