Narrative for PDS Application -

In the Spring of 2008 Town Meeting voters in the communities of Andover, Tewksbury and Wilmington
voted to designate three separate Priority Development Sites (map attached). With technical assistance
offered by the Massachusetts Permit Regulatory Office, the three communities wish to advance the
planning that would allow for a Mixed-Use Land Vision for the Lowell Junction Development Area
(vision attached).

The Junction/I-93 Development Area is located in portions of Andover, Tewksbury and Wilmington. It
presently represents one of the highest concentrations of employment and economic activity in the
Merrimack Valley and the northeast region of Massachusetts. Among the larger and more notable
employers located in the area are Wyeth Biotech, Procter and Gamble (formerly Gillette), Market Basket,
and Charles River Labs. These companies and hundreds of others currently employ more than 6,300
people in a wide variety of industries crucial to the staie's economy. The Junction/I-93 Development
area's strategic location north of the research and development centers of Boston, Cambridge and Route
128 and immediately south of the longstanding technology manufacturing centers of the Merrimack
Valley place it at the nexus of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts' efforts to retain and develop vital
employment in communications, technology. instrumentation, and life sciences.

This regional development area is served by an extensive system of existing roadways, utilities and other
infrastructure built over the past 50 years. Therefore, there is great potential to utilize this existing
infrastructure with new access to Route 93 to support even more growth in employment through
redevelopment of existing business parks, in-fill development opportunities and development on large
tracts of vacant, undeveloped land. Since most of this vacant land is zoned for industrial and commercial
uses. it is estimated that this in-fill development could support between 4,489 and 11,575 new jobs when
developed.

Historically. the infrastructure investments and related land use decisions in the three towns have been
uncoordinated. As some of the more isolated parcels became developed in one community they were not
particularly well connected to the infrastructure in an adjacent community. The parcel developed by
Wyeth Biotech, in Andover is an example. On paper one would expect employees from Wyeth and other
employers at the northern end of the development area to enter and exit onto 1-93 at its interchange with
Route 125. The actual experience is that commuters seek alternate routes through thickly settled
residential neighborhoods in Andover to access 1-93 at the Dascomb Road Interchange to the north. As a
result Wyeth Biotech, as it has sought to expand its campus, has experienced significant community
opposition whenever an expansion has required new permits. Similar opposition is anticipated with
future attempts to expand or develop land in the Lowell Junction area.

In 2006 the communities of Andover, Wilmington and Tewksbury formed the Tri Town Development
Task Force in an attempt to develop a Unified Development Vision to guide the development of the
estimated 700 acres of available land in the area in a highly coordinated manner consistent with the
State’s Sustainable Development Principles. Cooperative regional planning is not a task taken lightly by
the three communities, represented by three regional planning authorities (MVPC, NMCOG and MAPC),
and three separate MPO’s. The task force retained the services of The Cecil Group to assist the three
communities in developing four alternative visions for the Junction Area.

As a result of this public planning process, a consensus mixed-use vision has evolved. The vision would
allow for expansion of the broad science and technology based industrial district around sustainable
mixed use "business villages" offering a compact setting for office, retail and related business amenities.

The Unified Development Vision is presently being refined by the task force, with the three towns
committed to reaching an agreement on a mutually supported master plan that would respect each
community’s “Priorities” as outlined in the vision.
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The Tri-Town Unified Development Vision seeks to enable area businesses, residents, the towns, and the
region to obtain significant new job and tax benefits, while mitigating existing neighborhood traffic
congestion. limiting the impact of new vehicular trips, and improving environmental conditions.



PDS Supplemental Narrative

In the Spring of 2008 Town Meeting voters in the communities of Andover, Tewksbury and Wilmington
voted to designate three separate Priority Development Sites (PDS). With technical assistance offered by
the Massachusetts Permit Regulatory Office, the three communities wish to advance the planning that
would allow for a Mixed-Use Land Vision for the Lowell Junction Development Area.

Presently zoned for industrial use, the 40 acre PDS is strategically located within the heart of the Mixed-
Use Land Vision. The goal of the Tri-Town Task Force would be to utilize technical assistance offered
by the Massachusetts Permit Regulatory Office to assist with local government reorganization of by-
laws/regulations and consulting services that will aid in developing of the “blueprint™ for
development within the designated PDS and adjacent areas. Following completion of a
regulating plan and form based code for the development area. the three communities will seek
to expand the Priority Development Site designation to the entire 700 acres that are currently
being examined as part of the Mixed Use Land Vision.
