You will use this to electronically record your votes
during Town Meeting.

Voters: Only voters who registered by the deadline (June 8th) will be allowed to vote at this Town Meeting. Voters will receive a
sticker that must be worn in a visible location on their person to be allowed into the meeting.

To the Citizens of Andover:

The Finance Committee (FinCom) recommendations in this report are meant to help voters make well-
informed decisions at the Special Town Meeting (STM), which will be held on Tuesday, June 18, 2024 at
7:00 pm. The STM Warrant contains three Articles:

e Article 1 seeks to transfer $1,591,913 from Free Cash to increase the School Department
FY 2025 operating budget to $104, 353, 334.

e Article 2 proposes reinstating the original FY 2025 school operating budget of
$102,478,334, as originally presented at the Annual Town Meeting (ATM) on April 29,
2024, while also adding $283,087 from additional Chapter 70 funds for a total school budget
of $102,761,421.

e Article 3 seeks to appropriate the sum of $121,323 from additional Chapter 70 funds to the
Finance Committee Reserve Fund.

By way of background, the FinCom reviewed the Town Manager’s proposed FY2025 budget and
unanimously recommended approval on March 7, 2024 ahead of the ATM, which took place on April 29,
2024. This included a recommended budget for the School Department of $103,335,959, which represents an
increase of $3,735,035 or 3.75% over the FY2024 appropriation. Net of transfers to the Town, the school
budget total was $102,478,334. This was consistent with the Town Manager’s recommended increase. The
Town Manager develops his annual budget in accordance with Proposition 2% while making reasonable
assumptions regarding new growth, local receipts, and state aid.

According to the School Committee, the Andover Public School District was facing a $2,709,039 deficit as a
result of increases in the costs of transportation, out-of-district special education tuition, utilities and
compensation for unionized staff under recently settled collective bargaining agreements. Ultimately, the
School Committee voted unanimously on March 7, 2024, to support a budget that reflected a 2% reduction in
non-salary items; a 2.5% increase in preschool tuition, which has not increased in 10 years; and a reduction
in headcount by approximately 34.25 full-time equivalent employees (FTEs). Going into the ATM, the
School Committee, Finance Committee and Select Board unanimously voted to recommend approval of the
budget presented to the voters at the ATM. Furthermore, the Superintendent of Schools, Dr. Magda Parvey,
has continued to state publicly that the consensus budget meets the needs of all students, maintains a high
guality of education, and continues to move the district forward without reductions in key services.

However, on the floor of the ATM, private citizens proposed two amendments to the school budget:

1) Increase the school budget by $2,709,039, which was voted down by residents by a
margin of 37 votes.

2) Increase the school budget by $1,875,000, which was voted for by residents by a margin
of 25 votes.

With the increase to the school budget, expenses exceeded projected revenue by $1,875,000. As such, the
ATM closed with an approved budget that was unbalanced. Since the Town’s budget must be balanced



before the Massachusetts Department of Revenue can certify the tax rate, the voters must come to a budget
resolution at the STM on Tuesday, June 18, 2024.

Since the ATM occurred on April 29, the Commonwealth of Massachusetts has indicated that cities and
towns would be receiving additional funds from Chapter 70, which is the primary state aid program for
public elementary and secondary schools, to help support educational needs. As such, the Town is expected
to receive an additional $404,410. Of this amount, 70% or $283,087 will go directly to the School
Department’s operating budget, and the remaining 30% or $121,323 will go to the Finance Committee’s

Reserve Fund for unforeseen expenses.

As options to balance the budget and utilize the additional Chapter 70 state aid, the Select Board has
proposed the following Warrant Articles:

Article 1 seeks to transfer $1,591,913 [$1,875,000 - $283,087 from additional Chapter 70 state aid] from
Free Cash to increase the school’s FY 2025 operating budget to $104, 353, 334.

Free Cash is the Town’s fund balance after all expenses are paid. It serves as the Town’s reserve account to
be used for one-time expenses, capital expenditures and unforeseen events or emergencies. The Department
of Revenue recommends that these funds not be used for any type of recurring costs such as salaries or
other operating expenses. Using reserves to fund recurring expenses such as salaries is not fiscally
responsible or sustainable. In a short period of time, Andover’s reserves would be depleted and the necessary
reductions to balance the budget would most likely be far greater than what has been considered as part of
the FY2025 budget. Additionally, depleted Free Cash means that funds may not be available to offset
unforeseen expenses or costs associated with the Town's response to emergencies or weather events. This
could result in a revenue deficit that would have significant impacts on the Town and school operating

budgets.

When casting your vote for Article 1, please keep in mind that an allocation from Free Cash will NOT
permanently fix the deficit in the school budget. In fact, the School Department is already forecasting an
additional $1,750,000 budget shortfall in FY 2026. Using Free Cash to meet the FY2025 revenue shortfall

will make the FY2026 deficit worse.

The tables below illustrate the use of Free Cash as a school budget funding source and how it would impact
the Town’s Free Cash balance over time. As shown in the second table, if Free Cash were to be used to
address recurring expenses in the school budget, it would be completely depleted by FY2028 and the

balance would run a deficit.

Assumptions used in this analysis: $1,650,000 added to Free Cash in each year (the average since 2018); assumes
using Free Cash for capital expenses in each year, consistent with current and best practices for the use of these funds,
and assumes $750,000 for deficit reductions in FY25 and $500,000 in every other year - is consistent with the use of
Free Cash to resolve deficits such as Snow and Ice expenses or unforeseen, one-time expenses.



Free Cash or reserve funding is a key indicator of financial flexibility and a metric that bond-rating agencies
look at when evaluating the Town’s credit worthiness. Historically, Andover’s Free Cash balance has been
lower than comparable communities. Currently, Andover’s Free Cash balance is approximately 6.4% of the
operating budget. The average of comparable AAA rated communities is approximately 10% of the operating
budget, and the state average is currently 8.6%. Accordingly, the Town is not keeping an overabundance of
funds in Free Cash.

As such, given the Town’s modest level of Free Cash, a decision to use these funds to support the School
Department’s operating budget could have long-term ramifications for the Town. This decision would
jeopardize our AAA rating status, making it difficult to plan for future capital projects and making it more
expensive to pay for capital investments due to increased borrowing costs.

As a result of these findings, the members of the FinCom unanimously recommended
disapproval of Article 1.

Avrticle 2 proposes reinstating the original FY 2025 School Department operating budget of $102,478,334, as
presented at the ATM on April 29, 2024, while also adding $283,087 from additional Chapter 70 state aid for
a total school budget of $102,761,421.

The School Committee Chair, in her letter to the ATM, stressed support for the consensus budget. Article 2
presents to voters the original consensus budget plus additional state aid. This budget figure addresses
contractual obligations with the district’s collective bargaining employees and its transportation vendor. It
also stipulates continuing curriculum development work (including for multilingual learners), social studies
experiential learning, and evaluation of a new middle school schedule. Furthermore, the budget provides for
the redistricting work associated with the opening of the new West Elementary School; adds support for
incoming ninth graders through a “step-up academy” and transition events; and replaces failing copiers at
Bancroft Elementary. Finally, the budget maintains support for students’ emotional and behavioral needs by
incorporating positions into the operating budget that were previously funded through Elementary and
Secondary School Educational Relief (ESSER) grants.

The School Department’s focus on the well-being of students has been largely overshadowed by the impact
declining enrollment has had on staffing; and this has caused much confusion and debate throughout our
community. The fact is that enrollment has declined significantly over the past 10 years—11% or 662
students—while staffing has increased by 99.75 FTEs over the same period. Moreover, declining enroliment
is a trend that is expected to continue for the foreseeable future. As a result, the school operating budget can
no longer sustain, and need not continue, the current level of staffing — and a one-time or even multi-year
transfer from Free Cash is not going to permanently fix this problem. In order to adjust to this shifting
landscape, the School Department initiated targeted reductions in headcount, particularly where fewer
students in a certain grade or subject require lower staffing levels. Most of the reductions come from
retirements or employees seeking other opportunities; however, there are some employees with non-
professional teachers status who will not be reinstated.

At the May 28, 2024 Tri-Board Meeting of the FinCom, School Committee and Select Board, Dr. Parvey,
restated her support for the original school budget as approved on March 7, 2024 and presented at the ATM
on April 29, 2024. She also reaffirmed that this budget meets the needs that the district and school leaders
prioritized during the budget process. This includes maintaining programs and services for students,
particularly high-quality instruction in every subject, at every grade level and in every school despite the
need to reduce expenses. She reiterated that this is a responsible budget that continues to move the district
forward.

As a result of these findings, the members of the FinCom unanimously recommended
approval of Article 2.



Article 3 seeks to appropriate the sum of $121,323 from additional Chapter 70 state aid to the Finance
Committee Reserve Fund.

The Finance Committee Reserve Fund is funded each year as part of the Town budget in the amount of
$200,000. These funds are used for unforeseen expenses. The Finance Committee must vote to release any
funds from this account. Recently, the Reserve Fund has been used for costs related to STMs, and
unexpected maintenance to a school boiler. These funds do not carry over between fiscal years. The amount
recommended for this appropriation is 30% of the additional chapter 70 state aid that Andover is expected to
receive, which is $121,323. This proportion is consistent with the Town of Andover budget model related to
revenues and expenses for the Town and School budget.

As a result of these findings, the members of the FinCom unanimously recommended
approval of Article 3.

IN CONCLUSION

Since this is the fourth independent STM for Andover within the last 18 months, the FinCom feels that it is
important to reiterate for taxpayers the costs associated with having a STM. The total amount for a STM is
approximately $50,000. This includes the rental fee for handheld electronic voting devices and other
accompanying costs.

The FinCom’s role is to receive the Town’s budget from the Town Manager and Chief Administrative and
Financial Officer, review it and hold open meetings throughout the year for public consumption. This
responsibility extends to issues of a financial nature that are proposed at a STM. The FinCom
recommendations provided in this report are intended to help voters make well-informed decisions at the
STM. Our goal is to recommend a budget that is fiscally responsible, sustainable, and clearly communicated.

We would also like to remind voters of the “FinComReport” link (www.andoverma.gov/FinComReport)
where additional financial information and reference guides can be found.

We appreciate the concerted effort made by our colleagues who worked collaboratively through the
abbreviated amount of time leading up to STM. Thank you to all who made themselves and their data
available to assist us in the preparation of this report. Please note that the information used in this report was
current when it went to print. Any data that may change prior to the STM will be identified and explained
then.

Dear Andover Voters:

Our community concluded our Annual Town Meeting in May with a budget deficit following an
amendment from the floor to increase the School Department Budget by $1,875,000 over the sum requested by the
School Department, consistent with the Long-Range Financial Plan. This amendment received a narrow majority
of voters at Town Meeting — 476 to 451 votes. Because no funding source was identified at that time, a Special
Town Meeting has been convened for Town Meeting to address two articles regarding the School Department Fiscal
Year 2025 (FY25) budget and their funding source. Under state law, the Town must address this problem prior to
setting the tax rate this fall.

While Town Meeting does not have the power to direct how the School Budget is spent, the amendment
sought to provide additional funds to retain more teachers in light of anticipated staff reductions, due to the increases
in the union contracts for several education employees in resolution of the strike in November, 2023. This Special
Town Meeting is necessary to balance Andover’s FY25 budget by either transferring money from a reserve fund
known as “free cash” to meet the deficit (Article 1), or by voting a lesser total School Budget (Article 2) to eliminate
the deficit (Article 2).

The Select Board voted to place both options on the warrant even though the Board only recommends that
Acrticle 2 be approved by Town Meeting. Article 1 was placed on the warrant because the Board wishes to respect
the prior Annual Town Meeting discourse and offer advocates for increased spending the opportunity to make their
case. The passage of either article will create finality in our FY25 budget process in advance of the start of the new
fiscal year on July 1, 2024. Nonetheless, the Select Board and the Finance Committee unanimously voted to
support Article 2, as well as the majority of the School Committee, as the solution to balance our budget.

Article 1

Chief among the Board’s reasons to recommend against Article 1 is a commitment to the fiscal
policies which have served Andover well in providing Town and School services within a disciplined budget.
Staff reductions to any department, let alone schools are always difficult. “Free Cash” is a tempting source of
funding to avoid such pains, but it is essentially a savings account best used for one-time costs and emergencies.
The Department of Revenue described “Free Cash” as “a nonrecurring revenue source, ... [that] should be restricted
to paying one-time expenditures, funding capital projects, or replenishing other reserves.” And further “recommends
that communities adopt a free cash policy that avoids supplementing current-year departmental operations. By
eliminating the expectation of additional resources later in the fiscal year to backfill budgets, department heads will
produce more accurate and realistic annual appropriation requests.”

Andover’s current Free Cash balance represents approximately 6.4% of our budget. The town’s bond rating
agency recommends a balance of 8%, which is just under the statewide average Free Cash balance of 8.6%. Further,
as the Town Manager explained to the Tri-Board, use of $1.87 million in free cash to fund recurring costs (school
positions) would exhaust such reserve in a matter of three years, at which point even greater and more abrupt service
reductions would be likely. For these reasons and others, the Select Board unanimously recommended
disapproval of Article 1.

Article 2

The Select Board voted unanimously to recommend approval of Article 2, which would revise the
School Budget to the amounts previously recommended by the School and Finance Committees plus
additional unanticipated state aid.

The Select Board is convinced that the consensus budget previously recommended by the Select Board,
School Committee and Finance Committee, particularly as increased by unanticipated state aid and mitigated by
staff retirements, reassignments, and declined student enrollment, will sufficiently provide for our student needs.
While we must ultimately defer to the School Department and School Committee’s judgment, we also trust that
judgment and their work since December of 2023 to develop the School Budget priorities.

In sum, the Board recognizes there are earnest and significant disagreements on the difficult choices we
face in budgeting. While we respect the residents who propose to supplement the School Budget from Free Cash
and want them to be able to advocate their position to Town Meeting, we strongly recommend a more disciplined
budget where recurring costs are only funded by recurring revenues. Accordingly, we urge your support for
Article 2 — the revised consensus budget at the June 18™ Special Town Meeting.

Article 3

Avrticle 3 recognizes that the additional state funding received by the Town is applicable to both Town
and School Departments, by placing $121,323 into the Finance Committee Reserve Appropriation. This accounts
for the 30% of the additional Chapter 70 funding which supports education through the Town’s budget. The
Select Board, Finance Committee, and School Committee all voted unanimously to recommend approval of
Avrticle 3.

The Board recognizes that these budgetary issues have challenged the community over the last weeks and
months. The Select Board is grateful for its residents involvement in this process and the continued balancing of
fiscal responsibility and ensuring an exceptional education for Andover’s children.

To the Citizens of Andover, May 31, 2024

The June 18, 2024 Special Town Meeting asks voters to consider two articles relevant to the FY 2025 School
Department Operating Budget.

At Town Meeting on April 29, 2024, a resident proposed a floor amendment to increase the School Department’s
Fiscal Year 2025 (FY25) operating budget by $1,875,000. Voters in attendance voted 476 to 451 in favor of this
amendment prior to voting the budget. Because no funding source was identified, Town Meeting concluded with
an unbalanced budget. This must be resolved prior to setting the tax rate in the fall.

FY25 Budget Background

The School Department’s original FY25 budget was the product of many months of careful analysis and planning.
Work to develop the budget began in the fall and in accordance with the Town of Andover’s and School
Department’s long range financial plan. The budget was refined over a series of public meetings between
December and March. Members of the public had opportunities to ask questions and voice concerns in regular
meetings, monthly “informal forums” (open meetings with no agenda, hosted by two School Committee
members), and a public budget hearing on February 8, 2024. In March, the School Committee unanimously voted
to approve the budget, which was also supported by the Select Board and the Finance Committee.

This consensus budget represented a 3.75% increase over the FY24 operating budget and is aligned with the Town
Manager’s recommended increase. However, increases in transportation costs, out-of-district special education
tuition, utilities, and compensation for unionized staff under recently settled collective bargaining agreements
created a deficit of approximately $2.7 million. To balance this, the School Committee supported a combination of
non-salary reductions and a staffing reduction of approximately 34.25 FTEs (Full Time Equivalent employees).

This reduction impacted both district administrators and educators, and it ultimately included 21 staff members
who voluntarily made the decision to retire or resign and 14 non-renewals of staff without professional teacher
status. Additionally, there was one staff member who is a reduction of force, as there was no vacancy matching
their qualifications. Some staff members were transferred to other positions for which they are licensed within the
district, and for which they will receive additional professional development. Notably, district enrollment has
decreased by approximately 11% over the past decade (while FTEs have remained constant), which informed the
decision-making process and enabled the district to make targeted reductions while maintaining reasonable class
sizes.

Although this was a difficult task, the careful and thoughtful choices allow the district to maintain all programs
and services for students and for families in the coming year and does not change or increase current fees for fine
arts, athletics, or middle school extracurricular activities. Class sizes in all grades and schools are projected to be
at the mid-range or below the School Committee’s class size policy — which is where they were for the 2023-24
school year. Most importantly, families will not see a reduction in key services to our students.

In sum: although these reductions were necessary given the financial constraints, they are manageable
without significant impacts to school operations.
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Special Town Meeting

In the 30 days since the Annual Town Meeting, the School Committee has discussed the budget imbalance over
the course of several hours on 5 separate occasions: at the May 2 School Committee workshop, Tri-Board
workshops on May 8 and May 28, and at School Committee meetings on May 16 and May 23. Additionally, input
was received from the community via email, at its May 21 informal forum, and during public input sessions at the
May 16 and May 23 meetings. An additional informal forum is expected before Special Town Meeting.

The School Committee acknowledges that the intent of the resident’s amendment at Annual Town Meeting was to
allocate funding to district personnel following the staffing reductions. However, Town Meeting voters do not
possess the authority to dictate how, or if, appropriated funds are used. Furthermore, the School Department has
worked diligently over many months to produce a responsible and balanced budget that meets student needs, as
noted above.

Avrticle 1 would transfer from available Free Cash a supplemental increase of $1,591,913 to the FY2025 School
Department operating budget. This, combined with the aforementioned increase in Chapter 70 state aid, sums to
$1,875,000. The School Committee voted 3-2 to recommend disapproval of this article.

Should the Special Town Meeting vote to support Article 1, it is important for voters to understand that these
funds will not be used for salaries. Doing so would compound the financial challenges in the district’s budget and
create larger deficits in future years. Therefore, on May 23, the School Committee voted 4-1 to use potential one-
time funding, such as Free Cash, only for one-time expenses — which would expressly not include salaries. Should
Free Cash be received by the School Department, there are a limited number of ways to direct such funds, and it is
possible that some or all of it may be unused.

Avrticle 2 would amend the original School Department operating budget to $102,761,421 — which reflects an
increase of Chapter 70 state aid in the sum of $283,087 directed to the School Department. Dr. Parvey has stated
that this additional funding would fund approximately 4.0 FTE and would be used to support staffing in strategic
areas defined by student need. These areas are, in no particular order: support for multilingual learners, special
education instruction and student support, mental health support and counseling services, and support for school
buildings in the event that a sudden and unexpected increase in enroliment occurs.

Because this additional Chapter 70 funding sustainably supplements the School Department budget to add
positions in key areas of changing needs, the School Committee voted unanimously to recommend approval of
Avrticle 2.

Finally, Article 3 places $121,323 into the Finance Committee Reserve Appropriation. Chapter 70 funding is
received by the Town, which directs 70% to the School Department and directs the remaining 30% to support
education through the Town’s budget — for example, to support school building maintenance and library services.
The amount in the article represents the 30% of the Chapter 70 increase directed to the Town. The School
Committee voted unanimously to recommend approval of Article 3.

We acknowledge that these last few months have been challenging. We are grateful to the residents of Andover
for their continued commitment to an exceptional education for Andover students.
